| always encourage, and almost insist, that pagrgak
directly with teachers when they have concernst this interaction
over negative things has a much better chanceottupe positive
results when the teacher and parent have somefyptationship
already. This relationship, of course, can stdt wither the parent
or the teacher; what is important and genuinelpfatls that there is
some type of positive interaction before theresigaificant
concerns. In a school as small as ours, it isadlgtpossible to do
this! | encourage both teachers and parents ®itakative in this
area.

As mentioned, it is almost always best for parémtspeak
first with the teacher when there are concernandst cases both
sides will gain a much better understanding ofatieer, which in
turn helps create an environment where people cak twgether.
While administrators can step in, it is best whea happens only
after the parent and teacher have already spoken.

Finally, and this is probably the most difficultdiscuss, is
the issue of when to speak to teachers. Everjézaegants to help;
they want to listen and they want to work with yothelp your
child. Every once in a while a parent may feelriked to “unload”
on a teacher while at a sporting event, at chwcht a school or
community event. Whenever possible, find alteksatimes and
venues to discuss difficult issues, so that teacban enjoy these
events in full. If you can find a better time ardqe, you will also
likely have better results!

Christian education always has been and contirmks &
cooperative work of the home, the school, and theah. Each has a
significant role in bringing our children to a megusaving
relationship with Christ. Let's pray for God’s doned guidance
and strength in this critical task, and may westilve to work
together for this good.
