A Learning Community – Part 2 
Providence Christian High School exists to provide 
a Christ-centered learning community.... 
 Last week we began to discuss what it 
means to be a part of a learning community.  Today 
we continue the discussion by focusing on 
community. 
 Nowhere is the concept of community more 
important than in a school.  A school is a 
cooperative venture involving parents, students, 
staff, and community members.  If any one of these 
critical links breaks or is weakened, the entire chain 
is weakened.  Obviously, then, we must work 
together to be successful.  But community means 
more than working together.  It also means caring 
for each other, loving each other, and supporting 
each other, through good times and bad.  It means 
constructively and lovingly pointing out that which 
needs correction. One of my favorite quotes goes 
like this: Criticism is pointing out flaws. Correction 
is pointing out potential.  Community is all about 
helping others reach their potential by using the 
unique talents that God has given each one of us.  
As Paul writes in I Cor. 12:12, "The body is a unit, 
though it is made up of many parts; and though all 
its parts are many, they form one body. So it is with 
Christ."  And so it must be with our school, if we 
are truly to be a Christ-centered learning 
community. 
 

Chapel Highlights 
Last Friday we celebrated our second advent 

chapel.  We sang songs and read scripture related to 
this time of waiting for the Messiah.  We 
remembered the long wait of the Jews for Jesus' 
first coming and we sang songs of hope for His 
second coming. On Tuesday, several students 

performed a skit in which a shepherd/homeless man 
was searching for the baby Jesus.  It took place both 
in the year 1 AD and in the year 2009 AD.

But he 
sent his Spirit to live in our hearts.  So he's really 
here, in my heart.  And I think he is telling you that 
he'd like to be in your heart too."  And we ended 
chapel by listening to the advent song, "Ready My 
Heart."  During advent we need to get ready, not 
just for all the Christmas parties, but more 
importantly for Christ to come into our hearts.

Cancellation Policy 

Providence Christian High School will 
automatically follow the bad weather cancellation 
announcement of the Fremont Public Schools. 
There may be times when, in the interest of safety 
for students traveling from outside the Fremont 
area, PCHS will close school even while the 
Fremont Public Schools remain open.  Generally, if 
three or four of the school districts in the county 
close, PCHS will close.  If one or two close, the 
situation will be evaluated, and a decision will be 
made as to what is best for PCHS.  If PCHS closes, 
the closing will be posted on the TV and radio. If 
you can receive text messages, we recommend that 
you go on the WZZM site and sign up to receive a 
text message every time PCHS closes, delays, 
and/or cancels events. If at any time you believe 
that weather conditions make it unsafe for your 
child to attend school, your child will be excused 
and will be allowed time to make up any missed 
assignments.
